The Buffalo Employment and Training Center (BETEgeives two major sources of funding tq
support our youth education and employment progragtateTANF (Temporary Assistance for
Needy Families) funding is used to provide youngpte with meaningful work experiences
during the summer months. FedeYdlA (Workforce Investment Act) funding, in addition to
providing education and employment during the summenths, is used to provide year-roung
support and activities to our young people.

An additional 200
youth were hired into private sector summer jobsabga employers with these employer
paying the wages of these youth.

In total, summer youth workers earn&f44,795in wages under the TANF program and
$311,809in wages andb74,070in stipends under the WIA program, for a grandaltaif
$1,330,674The money earned by our youth was primarily sperthe Buffalo area at local
retail stores, restaurants and entertainment gutteereby helping area businesses and t
local economy.

The youth worked a total df32,139hours under the TANF program ahd,969hours under
the WIA program for a combined total ©86,108hours of work. These youth workers assiste
not-for-profit organizations and municipal govermitgein providing an array of much needeg
services such as day care, classroom support, dendce, clerical support, health care, par
and pool maintenance, recreational support, custadid buildings/grounds maintenance.

Summer Youth Employment Initiative. In 2007 Mayor Brown established a goal of placing
2,500 Buffalo youth into summer jobs. Through T&ANF and WIA Summer Youth
Employment Programs, along with its Private Segbrplacement efforts, BETC was able tq

place 1,758 Buffalo youth into summer jobs, conttibhg to the successful attainment of th¢

Mayor’s goal. BETC’s 1,758 youth placements in 208present an increase of 251 youth fror
its 2006 program.

Private Sector Summer Jobs In 2007, a total of 200 youth were hired into suen jobs by

Private Sector employers. Prior to being refert@ch private sector employer, youth wer¢

provided with job readiness training by the BETCut#oServices staff. The 200 private sectq
placements in 2007 is almost double the 117 acHiame2006 and was attained through
partnerships with employers such as Darien LakeDdhalds, M & T Bank, Burger King, Delta
Sonic, and Pepsi Bottling Corp.

Mayor’s Junior Impact Team The BETC Summer Youth Employment Program assigted
City's “Clean Sweep” efforts through itdayor’'s Junior Impact Team. This past summer, 46
young people worked to clean up neglected are#iseo€ity and assisted in addressing a varie

Vocational area
included in this year’s program were Horticultubeitomotive, Carpentry, Video production ang
Culinary Arts. Youth that participated in the susmprogram and the related CTE school ye§

program will earn a regents diploma, take an ingusssessment and have the ability to obtajn

college specific credits at no cost. With the hefpmany local businesses including Basi
Chevrolet, Glen Campbell Chevrolet, Fuccillo Toyatad Chevrolet, and Northtown Collision
Center., the youth had the opportunity to have bandexperiences in their specific vocationg
areas of study.

University at Buffalo Liberty Partnership program provided 40 students with core acadenlic
